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VOLUNTEERING CONDITIONS 

 

The realization of the Goat Community Intimate Festival, on July 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7, 2025, 
requires meeting a set of logistical demands and needs during the event days. Thus, in different 
areas, volunteering is an essential collaboration for all those who enjoy helping and working as 
a team. It is also the perfect opportunity to get behind the scenes of this production, meet new 
people, and contribute with your dedication and good spirit to making the festival happen. And, 
if for any reason, your collaboration is needed in another team, don't be surprised: last-minute 
adjustments may occur, and we are sure you will want to contribute! 

Participation as a volunteer requires the fulfillment of certain duties. 

Each volunteer must: 

• Arrive at the entrance of Retiro da Fraguinha, in São Pedro do Sul (40.83359455751911, 
-8.158560942328696), on July 1, 2025, at 6 PM for the volunteer and team coordinator 
meeting. 

• Perform 20 hours of volunteer work, corresponding to 4 hours per day, and remain 
available throughout the festival on July 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6, 2025 (Note: on July 7, there 
will be no volunteer activities). 

• Comply with the (rotating) schedules established by the team coordinator, which will 
be announced after the volunteer meeting by each team coordinator. 

Notes: 

Failure to attend the volunteer meeting may result in exclusion. Applications are accepted from 
the age of 18. 

Volunteers are entitled to: 

• 1 meal per day; 
• Entry to the festival and access to all its activities (outside of volunteer activity hours); 
• Free accommodation in the festival camping area (bring your tent); 
• Personal accident and civil liability insurance (during the period of their duties). 
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Volunteer Application Process: 

1. Fill out the Application Form; 
2. Pre-selection notification for volunteering participation; 
3. Final result; 
4. Deposit payment. 

After filling out the registration form available on the website ("Get Involved" section), the 
volunteer must wait for contact from an organization member who will inform whether the 
application has been pre-accepted. If accepted, the volunteer must pay a deposit of €100, which 
will be refunded at the end of the event. Registration is validated after sending the transfer 
proof to the email goatcommunity.volunteers@gmail.com.

Important Information: 

• Volunteers' sleeping area is in the Camping (Bring your Tent). Camping is allowed from 
July 1, 2025, at 3 PM until July 7, 2025, at 4 PM. 

• In the camping area, food such as snacks, fruit, canned goods, and similar items are 
allowed, but the use of camping gas or any type of fire/flame is not permitted. 

• We recommend bringing warm clothes, as nighttime temperatures can drop to 7 
degrees Celsius! 

• The organization does not rent any type of equipment. 
• Behaviors such as harassment, disrespect, failure to comply with the stipulated 

schedules, violence, and similar conduct may result in expulsion from the festival, with 
no right to a refund of the deposit. 

Volunteer Teams are divided into the following sectors: 

I - Control and Logistics 

• Venue Surveillance and Stage Management: Monitoring the venue and its natural 
space; bar surveillance; cleaning and organizing stages. 

• Camping, Glamping, and RVs Management and Surveillance: Checking wristbands; 
ensuring campers' well-being; providing information to newcomers; waste 
management in the area; ensuring smoking occurs only in designated areas. 

• Cleaning and Waste Management: Collecting trash; managing and organizing spaces; 
general cleaning of festival areas (tables, food court, benches, etc.). 

• Parking - Access and Vehicle Control: Checking the validity of vehicle permits for 
authorized parking, managing and monitoring parking lots.
